Thesis-Related Procedure
Thesis topic


1. Find your thesis advisor by one of the following ways 

  1.1 Find a thesis advisor yourself.


Submit your thesis topic* to prospective Ajarn. 

  1.2 Let the Program Committee assign an advisor for you.



Submit your thesis topic* to the Committee meeting, held on the first week of every month 



Then, your thesis advisor will be assigned.

*Thesis topic should be 3 pages long consisting of rationale, related literature/ conceptual framework, and methodology

As for the thesis committee, your advisor or the Program Committee will assign them for you.  The total members of the thesis committee must consist of no less than 3 members.
2. Develop thesis proposal following your advisor’s advice.

Thesis proposal examination
1. Decide the date and time by consulting your advisor and your committee and inform the Program staff to reserve a room
2. Submit your thesis proposal to your advisor and thesis committee no less than 2 weeks before the examination date

3. Defend your thesis proposal on the designated date

4. If your proposal passes, develop your thesis according to your advisor’s advice

Note: The thesis proposal must be approved within 2 years.
Thesis examination
1.Decide the date and time by consulting your advisor and your committee and inform the Program staff to reserve a room

2.Submit your thesis, which has already gained approval from your advisor, to the Graduate School for format check no less than 2 weeks before the examination date (You will be asked to come to receive related documents if your thesis passes the format check.)
3.Submit your thesis to your advisor and thesis committee no less than 2 weeks before the examination date (because your thesis committee need to evaluate your thesis individually before the examination date.)
4.Send an appointment letter to each thesis committee (You will be asked to receive appointment letters at Graduate School.) 

5.Defend your thesis on the designated date

Note: Students can take a thesis examination only when
(1) they “have registered” all courses required by the Program;

(2) their research proposals have been approved by the Program Committee no less than 60 days before the thesis examination day;
(3) they have an evidence that they "has been accepted" to attend an academic conference, or an evidence of his or her article "being considered" to be published in a journal.
Period
2nd semester – 3rd semester

3rd semester

Within the month before the 3rd semester

Within the month before last month of the 4th semester

Graduation Requirement

(1) “Have completed” (received grades of) 8 courses

(2) Have taken a thesis examination and submitted the thesis to the Graduate School

(3) Have presented their research in an academic conference or handed in evidence that their research article has been accepted to be published in an academic journal by the next semester starting date
